Miami Valley Presbyterians Lend Helping Hands in Haiti  
A group of seven people from four Presbyterian churches will be in Haiti in June to 
help with the post-earthquake rebuilding efforts at St. Joseph's Home for Boys in 
Port-au-Prince.  Lead by the Rev. Shelley Wiley, pastor of Honey Creek Presbyterian 
Church in New Carlisle, the group also includes Art Lloyd, Jennifer Crisler & 
Shawn Lloyd from First United Presbyterian Church, Bellefontaine, two members 
of Covenant Presbyterian Church, Springfield, and the Rev. Derrick Weston, pastor 
of Oakland Presbyterian Church, Springfield.  Wiley has been traveling to Haiti since 
1997, and has worked with the St. Joseph Family ever since that first trip.  The family 
operates three homes: two homes for boys who had formerly lived on the streets and 
one home for children with severe physical and mental disabilities.  Two of the three 
homes were destroyed by the January, 2010 earthquake.  After the earthquake, the 
St. Joseph Family was able to purchase the house next door, and that serves as the 
temporary guest quarters for mission groups coming to help them rebuild.  Pictures of 
the progress of rebuilding, as well as more information about all the ministries of the 
St. Joseph Family, can be found at www.heartswithhaiti.org.
